URBANA CITY COUNCII,

REGULAR SESSION MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, April 8, 2014, @ 7:00 p.m.

President Marty Hess called the regular meeting of the Urbana City Council to order at 7:00 p.m.
City staff attending: Mayor Bill Bean, Director of Administration Kerry Brugger, Director of Finance
Rhonda Ward, Director of Law Breanne Parcels, Assistant to Director of Administration Doug
Crabill, Police Chief Matt Lingrell, Parks/Recreation Superintendent Chris Stokes, Street
Superintendent Colin Stein and Zoning/Community Development Officer Brad Bodenmiller.

Media present: reporters from the Urbana Daily Citizen and WPKO Radio.

PRESIDENT CALLED ROLL: Tony Pena, present; Dough Hoffiman; present, Gene Fields;
present, Al Evans; present, Dwight Paul; present, Virginia Smith; present, and Pat Thackery, present.

President Hess led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

MINUTES of the previous regular meeting and Public Hearing, March 25, 2014, were reviewed
along with revised/typed minutes from the F ebruary 11, 2014, meeting. Councilman Thackery
moved for approval, with second by Councilwoman Smith. Voice vote on approval: all ayes;
nays, none. Motion carried without objection.

COMMUNICATIONS: (1) Letter from Department of Commerce, Division of Liquor Control,
(2) e-mail from Ohio Ethics Commission, (3) minutes of the Urbana Board of Zoning Appeals
meeting of February 24, 2014, and (4) minutes of the Urbana Planning Commission meetings of
January 27, 2014, and February 24, 2014. Councilman Fields moved that all four
communications be placed on file. Councilwoman Smith seconded. Voice vote on approval: all
ayes; nays, none. Motion carried without objection.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS — BOARD OF CONTROL:

1. OP Aquatics (Parks and Recreation)
Councilman Paul moved to authorize a purchase order in the amount of $14,750 to OP Aquatics,
Councilman Hoffman seconded. Discussion - Mr. Stokes said this funding will replace the
diving board, fixtures and lifeguard chairs at the pool. “I think Mr. Bean was a lifeguard at the
pool when it was built in 1968 and these chairs and fixtures may be original,” Mr. Stokes said,
noting that the three permanent guard chairs will be replaced with four portable models. A
reimbursable Nature Works Grant has been secured in the amount of $1 1,062.50, so the City will
have a net cost of $3,687.50. Voice vote on approval: all ayes; nays, none. Motion carried
without objection.

2. Houser & Brinnon (Parks and Recreation)




Councilman Paul moved to authorize a purchase order in the amount of $8,778 to Houser and
Brinnon Plumbing. Discussion - Mr. Stokes said this funding would cover a new water line,
drinking fountain, and showetr/lavatory faucet replacements. A reimbursable Nature Works Grant
has been secured in the amount of $6,583.50 and the City will have a net cost of $2,194.50.
“Same story, Bill was there when they put in the plumbing t0o,” Mr. Brugger said.

“All I can say is the piping definitely needs replaced,” Mr. Bean said.

“I think it was at the point of shut it down or clean it up so glad we are going after this,”
Councilman Hoffman said.

“I’s long overdue,” Councilman Paul agreed.

Voice vote on approval: all ayes; nays, none. Motion carried without objection.

3. Melvin Miller Park Shelter House Construction (Parks and Recreation)
Councilman Evans moved to authorize an expenditure not to exceed $20,000.00 in addition to
authorizing the Director of Administration to solicit competitive quotes and enter into necessary
contracts for the shelter house construction. Councilman Fields seconded. Discussion- M.
Brugger said the city received a donation of $10,000 for this project from First Christian Church
of Urbana, which made the donation “in Celebration of 45 years of service to the City of
Urbana,” and introduced Rev. Mike Stewart. Mr. Brugger said the park currently has three
shelter house locations, but none are handicap-accessible and parking is an issue. A spot has not
been selected but construction will not begin until after spring sports, he added. The balance of
the project not funded by the donation will be charged to the Capital Improvement Fund.
Council members expressed their appreciation for the congregation’s commitment and offered
their thanks to Rev. Stewart. Voice vote on approval: all ayes; nays, none. Motion carried
without objection.

4. DLZ Ohio, Inc. (Street Department)
Councilman Paul moved to authorize a purchase order to DI.Z Ohio Inc. not to exceed $10,000
for the right of way plan development for the West Market Bridge Replacement. Councilwoman
Smith seconded. Discussion- Mr. Crabill said this will be paid from Capital Improvement funds
with 80 percent of the cost from an Ohio Department of Transportation grant. He explained that
the ODOT process requires scoring “not based on price but on qualifications™ of pre-approved
ODOT vendors. Voice on approval: all ayes; nays, none. Motion carried without objection.

5. Milcon Concrete (Water Department)
Councilman Paul moved to authorize the Director of Administration to enter into a contract with
Milcon Concrete, Inc. for the Phase 1 Water Replacement project in the amount of
$2,689,337.15. Councilwoman Smith seconded. Discussion - Mr. Crabill said Milcon was the
lowest bid of five received on April 1, and has a lot of utility experience with a good reputation.
Voice on approval: all ayes; hays, none. Motion carried without objection.




6. Ohio Environment Protection Agency/Ohio Water Development Authority
(Water Department)
Councilman Paul moved to authorize the Director of Administration to enter into a 20-year loan
agreement with the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency and the Ohio Water Development
Authority to fund the Phase 1 Water Replacement Project. Councilman Fields seconded. The
loan will be repaid through the 5 % water rate increase which takes effect July 1, 2014, and
council initially approved the project and loan process through Resolution No. 2384,
Discussion - Mr. Crabill said the loan, with capitalized interest and application fee, will have a
principal amount of about $2.9 million, and he will have a more exact figure by the next meeting.
The interest rate is fixed at 2% so the total cost over the life of the loan will be approximately
$3.5 million. The date of the initial payment is January of 2016, and the approximate semi-
annual payment is approximately $89,000.00. Ms. Parcels and Mrs. Ward explained factors that
made it difficult to determine an exact dollar value for the principal amount.
Voice on approval: all ayes; nays, none. Motion carried without objection.

7. Utility Truck Equipment, Inc. (Street Department)
Councilman Evans moved to authorize a purchase order to Utility Truck Equipment, Inc. in the
amount of $25,000 for hydraulic boom repair and replacement parts needed for the bucket truck,
an emergency purchase that will be paid from the Capital Equipment budget, and was not in the
2014 budget. Councilman Paul seconded. Discussion — Mr. Stein explained the necessity of the
repairs. “If we get a storm soon, we’re going to need it,” he said of the truck. Mr. Stein also
noted that the amount requested gives some “wiggle room” because hydraulic parts are so
expensive. “Whatever we don’t use goes straight back to capital,” he said.
Voice on approval: all ayes; nays, none. Motion carried without objection.

CITIZEN COMMENTS:

Richard Colvin, 205 Scioto Street, pitched the concept of a downtown park on the gravel lot on
the southeast corner of Monument Square. Colvin provided council with an artist’s conceptual
sketch featuring brick pavers, trellises, a business directory/information kiosk and a building wall
mural. He said Monument Square District has found an architect willing to donate his services,
and they are working on getting supplies donated or at cost through a local lumber company.

Mr. Colvin also asked for volunteers on Friday, April 11, 2014, to assist with downtown cleanup
from 8:30 a.m. to 10:30 a.m.

Sgt. Josh Jacobs, representing the Urbana Police Division Fraternal Order of Police Lodge 93,
invited the community to an Easter Egg Hunt, Saturday, April 19, 2014, at 1:00 p.m. on the hill
in front of Urbana High School. The event is sponsored by the F.O.P., UHS National Honor
Society and family of Judge Gil S. Weithman.




John Shutway, 573 E. Church St., asked several questions relating to water shutoffs for
delinquency and asked that the City to look into “where the money goes” related to shutoff fees,

Third Reading —

ORDINANCE NO. 4418-14

ORDINANCE OF COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF URBANA APPROVING AN ADDENDUM
TO THE COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF URBANA,
OHIO AND THE CITY OF URBANA SERVICE DIVISION AND THE PUBLIC
EMPLOYEES OF OHIO TEAMSTERS LOCAL UNION NO. 284, PASSED MARCH 12,2013
(ORDINANCE NO. 4391). Councilman Evans moved for final discussion and passage.
Councilman Fields seconded. Discussion- Mr. Brugger said that this pay increase is due to a
parity clause in the Teamsters contract, with the result of a 1.25 percent raise this year and 1.5
percent in 2015, the final year of the contract. Roll call vote: Councilman Hoffman, yes;
Councilman Fields, yes; Councilman Evans, yes; Councilman Paul, yes; Councilwoman Smith,
yes; Councilman Thackery, yes; and Councilman Pena, yes. Ordinance passed 7-0,

Second Reading —

ORDINANCE NO. 4419 - 14

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF ADMINISTRATION OF THE CITY
OF URBANA TO DISPOSE OF SURPLUS REAL ESTATE LOCATED AT 218 HARMON
AVENUE (PARCEI, #K48-25-00-O4—12-109-00) THROUGH THE PUBLIC BID PROCESS
OUTLINED IN OHIO REVISED CODE SECTION 721.03. President Hess declared this
Ordinance as a second reading after asking why a parcel number has so many sections. Ms.
Parcels said that question is more appropriate for the county auditor.

ORDINANCE NO. 4420 — 14

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE FINAL COST RECOVERY PLAN FOR THE SOUTH
MAIN STREET/US ROUTE 68 SOUTH WATER DISTRICT AS ESTABLISHED BY
CHAPTER 939.10 OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF URBANA. Mr.
Fields asked if all the current property owners have been identified.

“Ultimately it doesn’t affect them unless they choose to hook into city water,” Mr. Crabill said.
President Hess declared this Ordinance as a second reading.

ORDINANCE NO. 4421 — 14

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE FINAL COST RECOVERY PLAN FOR THE EAST
STATE ROUTE 29 WATER DISTRICT AS ESTABLISHED BY CHAPTER 939.09 OF THE
CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF URBANA. No questions from Council.
President Hess declared this Ordinance as a second reading.




ORDINANCE NO. 4422 - 14

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE FINAL COST RECOVERY PLAN FOR THE EAST
STATE ROUTE 29 SEWER DISTRICT AS ESTABLISHED BY CHAPTER 931.25 OF THE
CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF URBANA. No questions from council.
President Hess declared this Ordinance as a second reading,

First Reading —

ORDINANCE NO. 4423 - 14

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE SALARY SCALE AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF
COUNCIL CLERK, CONFIRMING THE APPOINTMENT OF AMY DEERE AS COUNCIL
CLERK AND DESIGNATING THE COUNCIL CLERK AS THE APPOINTEE FOR PUBLIC
RECORDS TRAINING REQUIREMENTS ON BEHALF OF ELECTED CITY COUNCIL
MEMBERS. No questions. President Hess declared this Ordinance as a first reading.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS:

Councilman Evans spoke about problems with youth misbehaving with a number of complaints
relating to noise, racing/reckless driving and foul language. He asked that parents teach their
children respect to preserve “peace and tranquility” in residential neighborhoods, as many
residents are “afraid to speak up for fear of retaliation.”

Councilman Thackery spoke about a perception of negativity with news about business closings.
He said the perception is distorted, as more businesses are opening locally, and encouraged a
positive outlook to sustain those businesses.

Councilman Pena thanked Mr. Bodenmiller’s quick response to a nuisance-related question. He
also encouraged community support for Urbana University.

Councilman Hoffman agreed with Councilman Thackery about focusing on good news for the
downtown. “Even if one may be leaving, we see two coming in, so things are looking up,” he
said. “Let’s focus on good news in Urbana and fry not to spread the bad.”

Chief Lingrell said bike patrol began this week for officers on every shift, and someone from the
division will look into Councilman’s Evans’ issue. Safety Town will have its first annual class
June 2, 2014, through June 6, 2014, 8 a.m. — 11:30 a.m., and second class June 9, 2014, through
June 13,2014, 8 a.m. — 11:30 a.m. for kindergarten-age children. On April 26, 2014, from 10
a.m. — 2 p.m. the Police Division will be holding a drug drop-off day in the parking lot next to
CVS on Scioto Street. The collection will be for pills or patches only. They cannot accept
liquids, needles, or sharps, and it is free and anonymous.




M. Crabill said at the next meeting, a Tree City USA Award will be presented. Mayor Bean
will be giving an Arbor Day proclamation recognizing the City for planting a tree each year with
the elementary schools.

Ms. Parcels said Council should be prepared at the next meeting for two new ordinances related
to the Police Division. The existing ordinance pertaining to solicitor license fees needs to be
amended to include Webcheck costs. The other proposal is an ordinance to amend the nuisance
code to address problems with some landlords habitually renting to drug users and dealers. The
Ohio Revised Code sections 1923.02(A)(6)(a)(i) and 5321.17, require landlords to evict tenants
upon notice of drug activity, even prior to a criminal conviction, Ms. Parcels said. If the local
ordinance is updated, the city could also charge landlords of “problem properties” with nuisance
violations for repeatedly failing to comply with the state law, “the same as if they were letting
trash accumulate,” she explained.

“The idea is to make the landlord more responsible,” Mr. Bean said. “Be a good citizen. If you
are going to rent to drug dealers, we don’t want you.”

Councilman Paul had several questions related to the landlord/tenant issues, and President Hess
said more discussion will be held once the ordinance is introduced.

Mr. Brugger said demolitions of blighted properties are almost complete. “It has made a real
impact to see some of those cyesores are gone,” he said. “We appreciate everyone’s patience. We
know it has been frustrating for citizens who have to live across from them.”

Mayor Bean said several vacant commercial properties have been sold, so he is hopeful to see
the new businesses that will be opening in those properties. “This is a good place to do
business,” he said, echoing the comments made by Councilman Thackery and Councilman
Hoffman. “The sky isn’t falling,”

President Hess asked to schedule a work session prior to the next meeting to discuss digital
devices for council members as well as duties for the clerk.

Councilman Evans moved to adjourn. Councilman Paul seconded.
