URBANA CITY COUNCIL

REGULAR SESSION MEETING MINUTES

TUESDAY, OCTOBER 14, 2014 @ 7:00 p.m.
President Marty Hess called the regular meeting of the Urbana City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. 

City staff attending: Mayor Bill Bean, Director of Administration Kerry Brugger, Director of Finance Rhonda Ward, Director of Law Breanne Parcels, Street Superintendent Colin Stein, Director of Community Development Doug Crabill, Fire Chief Mark Keller, Captain Jerry Kirk, Firefighter/Paramedic Robison, and Firefighter/Paramedic DeCola.
PRESIDENT CALLED ROLL:  Tony Pena, present; Doug Hoffman; present, Gene Fields; present, Al Evans; present, Dwight Paul; present, Virginia Smith; present, and Pat Thackery, present.
President Hess led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.
President Hess began with the approval of minutes of the previous meeting of September 23, 2014.  Mr. Evans stated that he did not receive an agenda or minutes of the previous meeting to review and stated that he abstained until he had an opportunity to review the same.
MINUTES of the previous meeting September 23, 2014, were approved as received.  Mr. Evans moved for the approval of the minutes and Mr. Thackery seconded.  Voice vote on approval:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried without objection.

SWEARING IN CEREMONY:  Mayor Bean swore in Jerry Kirk, as Captain of the Urbana Fire Division, Parker Robison, as Firefighter/Paramedic of the Urbana Fire Division, and Jonathan DeCola, as Firefighter/Paramedic of the Urbana Fire Division.  Mayor Bean also thanked them for serving the City of Urbana.

Susan Heltebran spoke of the upcoming Recycling Day scheduled for October 18, 2014.  She discussed in further detail what was acceptable in the electronic recycling, drug disposal, book recycling, etc.

6. Email from Kerry Brugger to Urbana Daily Citizen regarding the Weekend Extra.  Mr. Evans stated that Mr. Brugger handling this issue well and Mr. Brugger advised that he spoke with David Regis of the Weekend Extra and was reassured that this issue would be taken care of.

Voice vote on approval of all communications:  all ayes; nays, none.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS – BOARD OF CONTROL:  
1. The Garland Company – Capital Improvements 
Mrs. Smith moved to authorize a purchase order to The Garland Company be placed on the floor for discussion with a second from Mr. Paul.  Mr. Brugger spoke of the repairs and restoration of the airport’s main hangar roof.  Mr. Evans asked of any warranty and was advised by Mr. Brugger that there would be a ten year warrant.  Voice vote on approval:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried without objection.
2.  DLZ Ohio, Inc. – Capital Improvements
Mr. Paul moved to authorize a purchase order to DLZ Ohio, Inc. be placed on the floor for discussion with a second from Mr. Fields.  Mr. Crabill spoke in detail about this project.  Questions were asked and answered.  Voice vote on approval:  6 ayes; nays, one, by Mr. Evans.  Motion carried without objection.
3.  Miami County – Street Division
Mr. Paul moved to authorize a purchase order to Miami County, Ohio, be placed on the floor for discussion with a second from Mrs. Smith.  Discussion took place with regard to salt requirements, deliveries, etc., and questions were answered by Colin Stein, Street Superintendent and Rhonda Ward, Finance Director.  Voice vote on approval:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried without objection.

4.  Frost, Brown, Todd, LLC – Administration Division

Mr. Paul moved to authorize a purchase order to Frost, Brown, Todd, LLC, be placed on the floor for discussion with a second from Mr. Smith.  Mr. Brugger spoke on this issue of legal services involving the expedited tax foreclosure of the Q3 JMC, Inc. property.  Voice vote on approval:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried without objection.
CITIZEN COMMENTS:  
Dorothy Moore, spoke on the topic of the driveway north of town.  I would appreciate it very much if we were still to have access.  People have a need for that drive.  President Hess suggested that she speak with administration on this issue.
Charles Thiel, Urbana Schools Superintendent, 140 Pro Circle, Urbana, Ohio, spoke on the topic of the new schools construction levy.  He stated that the castle and gymnasium would be kept and not torn down.  Mr. Evans asked how much money was involved.  Mr. Thiel stated that ½ million was for the castle and ½ million was for the auditorium, to which is all tax dollars paid by the citizens. He invited everyone to the Town Hall meeting on October 23, 2014, at 7:00 p.m. at the First Baptist Church, 401 N. Main St.  The “Facilities Plan” will be the topic of this meeting.

ORDINANCE NO. 4432-14
AN ORDINANCE REQUESTING THAT THE URBANA CITY COUNCIL ESTABLISH A SPEED LIMIT FOR A LOCAL HIGHWAY NAMED DELLINGER ROAD IN THE CITY OF URBANA, OHIO. 
Mrs. Smith moved to put this Ordinance on the floor for discussion and passage, with a second from Mr. Thackery.  Mr. Crabill spoke again on the subject of this Ordinance.  
President Hess called for a roll call for passage:  Mr. Pena, yes; Mr. Hoffman, yes; Mr. Fields, yes; Mr. Evans, yes; Mr. Paul, yes; Mrs. Smith, yes; and Mr. Thackery, yes.  Ordinance passes 7-0.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS:
Mr. Fields inquired about a scheduled date for leaf pick up.  Mr. Brugger advised that it will be scheduled for November 1, 2014, and more details would be coming out in the newspaper and the next meeting.  Mr. Fields also inquired about the scheduled date for “Beggars Night”.  Mr. Brugger stated that it has been scheduled for October 30, 2014, from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  
Mr. Paul inquired as to the length of the compost drop off area remaining open.  Mr. Brugger stated that hours are usually extended through Thanksgiving, should the weather permit.

Mrs. Smith spoke again about “speeders” on Light, Hagenbuch and Mosgrove Streets.  She further stated that if drivers could not do the speed limit, to get out and walk!!  She continued on the topic of trash, and stated that if you are going to put your trash out for pick up, please put it in a container so that the cats, animals, etc. will not be able to drag the trash all over the neighborhood. 
Mrs. Ward spoke of the scheduled work session of Tuesday, October 21, 2014.  She further stated that the budget would be a topic of the work session.  

Mr. Brugger stated that there were inquiries of street lighting in some sections of the City over the past several months.  Further, he stated that they have been in contact with Miami Valley Lighting to see what the City’s options are and approximately how much it would cost, etc.  He stated that he is hoping that by the next meeting, there would be some information that he could provide Council regarding this issue.  Mr. Brugger said that there were two items that for sure, administration would like to have on the agenda:  Ward Boundaries, and the 2015 budget.  He stated that the US 36 sewer is moving well, and hope to wrap up in our end in November.  He continued with talking about a lot of activity still up on the North end, and that they are out there regularly to attempt to get this taken care of.
Mayor Bean reminded everyone that Urbana’s homecoming was this weekend and that the game begins at noon.  Additionally, the dog park the water fountains for the dogs will be shut off in about three weeks, so if you are needing water for your dogs after the three week time period, please bring it for them.  
President Hess spoke of the November and December calendars for council meetings.  President Hess suggested the 11th and 18th for November.  Mr. Brugger stated that the only problem would be that it would be back to back meetings and is only a two day turnaround on an agenda.  Mr. Brugger stated that maybe the 1st and 3rd Tuesday may be more suitable, in case of a need for a work session to be held as well.  Mr. Thackery moved to have the meetings in November and December on the 1st and 3rd Tuesdays of the month with a second from Mr. Evans.  Voice vote on approval:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried without objection.
President Hess stated that administration has requested an executive session to discuss pending legal issues in addition to property issues.
Mr. Paul moved to go into executive session, with a second from Mr. Fields.  President Hess called for a roll call to adjourn into executive session:  Mr. Hoffman, yes; Mr. Fields, yes; Mr. Evans, yes; Mr. Paul, yes; Mrs. Smith, yes; Mr. Thackery, yes; and Mr. Pena, yes.
Meeting adjourned for executive session.

Mrs. Smith motioned to adjourn.  Mr. Fields seconded.  Voice vote on approval:  all ayes; nays, none.  Motion carried without objection.
